No more Early Bird Registration for General Assembly
The General Assembly Planning Committee and the Executive Committee of the Board of Trustees have eliminated the Early Bird Registration Program for GA 2005. The reasons are given as follows:

1.  Early Bird registrants have a high rate of cancellation which made it difficult to use Early Bird statistics as a reliable predictor of actual attendance.

2.  Many registrants lost track of whether they had registered or not which led to many duplicate registrations, general confusion, and a disconnect between registration and other conference processes. 

3.  The Early Bird program was too inexpensive. In 2004, 44% of registrants took advantage of the discounted Early Bird registration rate. There were not enough late registrants to offset the loss of income and, as a result, General Assembly did not realize its projected revenue.

March 1 is the kick-off to the GA season.  On March 1, the GA Housing Reservation System opens, Accessibility Services become available, Volunteer and Scholarship Applications are made available, and Children's Programs registration begins. 

Congregation presidents will again have their registration fees paid!   This offer is only for congregation presidents and not other officers of the board or congregational leaders.  If you are a congregation president/board chair plan on attending GA in 2005 in Ft. Worth.  There will be a lot of MNY folks at this GA so finding a roommate should be an easy matter.
