New Curriculum Published by UU Women & Religion

A special new course for UU adults and youth is coming to Community Church of New York UU (Manhattan), sponsored by Community Women and the Metro NY District Women & Religion Committee, and bringing Californian UU co-author/initiator Rosemary Matson as guest leader.  All men, women, youth, and friends are invited to attend; there is no fee.  Introduced at the Long Beach General Assembly in June 2004, following two years of field testing by a dozen UU congregations around the country, the course is titled Unraveling the Gender Knot - Challenging the System that Binds Us. The course curriculum is published by UU Women & Religion and co-authored by Barbara Schonborn and Alison Campbell.  It was inspired by Dr. Allan Johnson's book, The Gender Knot. Topics covered are gender, religion, feminism, economics, invisibility, denial, and how to challenge the patriarchal system. Dates at the Community Church of NY UU are April 26, May 3, and  May 10 from 7:00 – 9:00 p.m. and April 30 from 1:00 to 3:00 p.m.
Rosemary Matson is from Carmel Valley CA and has introduced and led the Gender Knot concept in mixed group settings at many UU churches, including a recent West Coast UURMAPA Retreat.  She has found overwhelming interest and believes this course will open doors and offer meaning and perspective to men as well as to women.
